3. THERIPPLE EFFECT (Serving Others Blesses Others) Read Matthew 5:16.
Who in my life has been impacted by someone's act of service? Share your
story.

4. THE SPOTLIGHT EFFECT (Serving Others Glorifies God) Read 1 Peter 4:10-11
What role does God's grace and strength play in our effectiveness in serving?
How can | shift conversations or recognition toward God when others notice

my serving?
